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I. Overview 
To teach students the basics of InDesign by having them create a spread about a subject they are familiar, themselves. While they will be frustrated with learning a new, complicated program, they will enjoy sharing who they are with the rest of the class.
II. Goals
How to use InDesign to create a basic spread – text box, place pictures, create colored boxes, change fonts and sizes, alter transparence and use the eyedropper tool.
III. Essential Questions 
What steps are required to create a yearbook/newspaper spread?
IV. Critical Engagement Question
After following the basic steps, think about spacing and the reader’s eye. What are some ways to make the spread more appealing to the reader using spacing and alignment?
V. 
Activity 1
Watch a brief demo on the projector about InDesign- how to open program, new document and the toolbar. Show the basics of creating a spread and some examples from previous students. (45 minutes)
Activity 2
Have students create their own All About Me spread using InDesign. This is a week-long project. Students in the class are encouraged to ask other students for help when they get stumped…this happens a lot.
VI.
Assessment
At the end of the week students will present their completed spread to the class, using the projector. They will be graded on based on the rubric.
