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I. 
Overview and Rationale
This is a detailed look at various types of infographics and how you would use each type. In addition, there is a portion of the lesson devoted to developing a quality infographic.
II. 
Goals for Understanding
Students will learn the functions of each type of infographic and decide which one is best to represent the information that they need to detail.
III. 
Essential Questions 
1. How are some other ways information can be passed on to readers other than copy?
2. What are some ways art can be used on a page that isn’t clip art or photos?
3. How can you draw readers into reading basic information without placing it in the text?
IV. 
Critical Engagement Questions
1. What did you do to ensure that the infographic is attractive and designed well?
2. How does this piece help the consumer to better digest the information?
3. Is the information that you presented accurate and from a reliable source?
V. 
Overviews and Timeline
Activity 1- Discussion (1 class period) 

The class begins by discussing infographics and the various ways that you can use them. We discuss how the infographic adds art to a page when photos can’t be used or when there is information in the text that could be produced graphically.
Activity 2-Design an infographic 
Students will design an infographic using InDesign and prompts about information relative to their school.
VI. 
Assessment 
Students will be assessed using a rubric which will have the following criteria:
1. Aesthetic appeal-how attractive is the infographic?
2. Use of information-How well did you present the data?
3. Is the information accurate, relatable, and does it tell a story?
